McGirts Creek Park Search Results (Nov 18, 2007)

Sunday's search efforts were focused on a couple of small areas that were not previously searched and specific areas that K-9 units took particular interest in Saturday.  Again, we found nothing Sunday but the fresh K-9s indicated interest in the same specific area that K-9s alerted on Saturday, requiring this area be completely cleared and searched.  The area of interest is a triangular shaped area with approximately 75' sides that is completely overgrown with heavy bush, brush, briars and vegetation.  Although our volunteer foot searchers worked hard, they were unable to penetrate the area and the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office (JSO), Search Director and K-9 Teams believe we can not have "reasonable assurance" that this area does not contain Austin's remains until this area is cleared and completely searched.  Accordingly, we need your help.

Following discussions with JSO and the K-9 Search Director, we need to accomplish this grueling task as soon as possible.  The effort will require the help of many.  Accordingly, once again we humbly seek your help to conduct another search on Saturday 24 Nov 2007 at McGirts Creek Park (8200 118th St. Jax., FL).  Volunteers are requested to muster at the park pavilion at 8:00 am, dressed in work clothes (long sleeves, gloves, boots, etc.) and bring available hand tools and portable equipment for clearing/cutting.

 

The target of the search will be a Mossburg Model 5500 Shotgun and a box of shotgun shells, which we know Austin purchased the day he disappeared.  I am working now to obtain detection devices that may extend our ability to penetrate this area and detect the presence of the gun and/or shells.
